PURPOSE OF RFOQ
INTRODUCTION / INFORMATION

I. PURPOSE

The City of West Park (the “City”), Florida, invites interested parties to submit qualification
packages from experienced individuals, groups, or companies, to select a “Master Developer”
to provide all services described in this request. The City of West Park intends to convert
existing, underutilized, properties into tax base generating commercial retail uses. As part of
the development(s), the City intends to create employment and quality of life improvements
for surrounding area residents. Based on related grant funding requirements, for-profit
development is strongly encouraged. The City also encourages the establishment of much
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needed commercial as an amenity to surrounding area residents including but not limited to
banking institutions and or retail shipping, postal and printing service centers.

The City intends to evaluate each qualification package to determine which firm is qualified
to participate in the project. The subject City owned development parcels are located at 2417
South State Road 7 (Folio 5141 2402 1061) and at 5925 SW 25™ Street (Folio 5141 2402
1070). The combined square footage of both properties is 19,149 square feet (See Exhibit 1,
hereinafter referred to as the “Property’). The properties are located in the Transit Oriented
Corridor Zoning District (TOC) and are within a recently established Florida Opportunity Zone
offering specific tax abatements for projects located within the Opportunity Zone. The current
Broward County assessed value for the properties is $251,310. Based on a current property
conveyance agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation, payment for the two
properties will be required if, the properties are intended for a for-profit use (Exhibit 1A).
However, in the spirit of public-private partnership, the City of West Park agrees to contribute
an amount up to $452,000 towards the acquisition/development of the properties. Dedicated
grant funding sources are also available through Broward County for affordable housing uses.

The City’s Transit-Oriented Corridor District was established to include a rich mix of
residential, retail, restaurant, service, and small employment uses within a pedestrian oriented,
village format. The purpose of the TOC District is to encourage sustainable mixed-use,
commercial development along major West Park commercial corridors. Projects containing
land consuming uses such as large lot housing and large retail outlets are excluded in the TOC
Zoning District. Preferred design elements include pedestrian benches, street furniture, shade
inducing structures, landscaping, light fixtures, trash receptacles, bicycle parking, public
plazas, fountains, sculptures and attractive green spaces. The scale, organization and style of
architectural components shall contribute to a sense of place within an urban village format.
Buildings will front the street with minimal setbacks, continuous storefronts and direct visual
connections will create a sense of continuity with the existing streetscape. Parking will
primarily be located within structures or alternately located in the rear of existing properties
with additional curbside parking on the side streets. A complete description of Transit Oriented
Corridor goals and objectives and design guidelines are attached as Exhibit 2 hereinafter
referred to as the “TOC District Design Guidelines”.

The City is seeking an experienced Master Developer to complete a sustainable, for-profit
commercial, mixed-use or affordable housing development project. The proposed
development shall respond to the needs of the immediate community, by improving quality of
the life conditions for surrounding area residents.

The description of the proposed project shall also address the process the Master Developer
will follow to finalize the proposed development program and physical plan for the project.

It 1s the City’s expectation that the selected Master Developer will be able to commence
construction within twelve (12) months after entering into a Development Agreement with
the City.

10. Construction Timeline for all Phases of the Project

Include a construction timeline for the Project. A Phasing Plan will be required if the
Responder anticipates to develop and construct the Project in phases which should specify,

“City” the City of West Park, a public body corporate and political.

“City’s Contract Administrator” means the City’s representative duly authorized by the
City Commission and/or the City Manager to provide direction to the Contractor regarding
services provided pursuant to this RFQ and the Contract.

“Contract” and “Contract Documents” means the agreement for construction of the
Project to be entered into between the City and the Successful Proposer/Contractor.

“Contractor” the individual(s) or firm(s) to whom the award is made and who executes
the Contract Documents.

“Development Agreement” means a contract between City and the selected Master
Developer. The purpose of the agreement is to specify the standards and conditions that
will govern development of the property. The development agreement provides assurance
to the developer that he/she may proceed to develop the project subject to the rules and
regulations in effect at the time of approval.

“Local Business” pursuant to Ordinance of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of West Park, Florida.

“Notice to Proceed” means the written notice given by the City to the Contractor of the
date and time for work to start.

“Project Manager” means the Contractor’s representative authorized to make and execute
decisions on behalf of the Contractor.

“Proposal” means the proposal or submission submitted by a Proposer. The terms
“Proposal” and “Bid” are used interchangeably and have the same meaning.

“Proposer” means one who submits a Proposal in response to a solicitation. The terms
“Proposer” and “Bidder” are used interchangeably and have the same meaning.

“Proposal Documents” the Request for Proposals, Instructions to Proposers, Technical
Specifications, plans and attachments and the proposed Contract Documents (including all
Addenda issued prior to the opening of Proposals).

“Request for Qualifications Documents” the Request for Qualifications instructions to
potential Responders, Technical Specifications, plans and attachments and contract
documents (including all Addenda issued prior to the opening of the qualifications
packets).

“Responder” means one who submits a qualifications packet in response to a solicitation.

“Qualifications” means the qualification packet submitted by a Responder. The terms
“Qualifications Packet” and “request for qualifications” are used interchangeably and have
the same meaning.
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“Successful Respondent” means the qualified, responsible and responsive Responder to
whom City (on the basis of City’s evaluation as hereinafter provided) makes an award.

VI. SUBMISSION AND RECEIPT OF QUALIFICATIONS PACKETS

The City of West Park reserves the right to reject any or all
qualifications packets, to waive any informalities or irregularities in any qualifications
packets received, to re-advertise for qualifications to enter into contract negotiations with
the selected Responders(s) or take any other actions that may be deemed to be in the best
interest of the City of West Park.

1. COMMUNITY BENEFIT PLAN

The City is committed to ensuring that all projects in the City provide a form of
tangible benefit to the community. To facilitate this objective, the City adopted the
local preference policy attached as Exhibit 4. The Master Developer qualification
packet shall provide a Community Benefit Plan specifically identifying observable
benefits for residents of the City of West Park.

Subject to applicable Laws, the Master Developer qualification packet shall comply
with City of West Park Procurement Code Section 2-150 and Section 2-164 and as
amended by Ordinance No. 2018-05. The Master Developer qualification packet shall
facilitate employment or contractual service agreements with residents and local
businesses in the City of West Park. The definition of local business may be found in
City of West Park Ordinance No. 2018-05.

Examples of tangible community benefits and local preference definitions are:

» Outreach and Training - The City anticipates that potential temporary and
permanent jobs being made available to existing residents of the City of West Park
as part of this development. As part of the Community Benefit Plan, the Master
Developer shall prepare a program of outreach and training of residents of City of
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West Park. The proposed outreach and training program shall be designed to
create a qualified workforce and qualified firms or entities. The Master Developer
shall inventory and identify (a) existing education and training resources available
from established public and private educational institutions, and (b) unmet needs
that those institutions can potentially meet to educate and train West Park residents
for specific positions available because of the activities of Master Developer.
Master Developer shall also identify education and training programs available to
assist private businesses in West Park take advantage of the market demand for
goods and services required by Responder in the development of the project.

» Financial and Business Support — The Master Developer shall as part of its
Community Benefit Plan provide financial and business mechanisms to increase
access to available work for the Local Preference Group such as (a) providing a
structured revolving line of credit of up to Twenty Five Thousand Dollars
($25,000) until the completion of the Initial Development to fund secured advance
payments at a rate equal to no more than the then Prime Rate for approved
contractual costs to qualified “Local Preference Group” or “Local Disadvantaged
Group” businesses that may not be able to obtain traditional financing to initiate
work on a contract related to Initial Development work without initial assistance,
(b) assistance with bonding requirements, (c) assisting members of the Local
Preference Group to make connections with general contractors who are seeking
bids, (d) facilitating the creation of mentoring programs for large, established
businesses to mentor Local Preference Group firms, (e) facilitating the creation of
"incubator-style" programs that offer a supportive environment and lower
overhead through shared space and other capital costs, (f) assistance with
information and applications for small business loans and other small business
programs, and (g) providing information to the City of West Park regarding
available space for small business operators.

» Technical Assistance - work with the City of West Park to assist Local Preference
Group members to secure needed permits and certifications, (c) promote
awareness of local businesses of procurement opportunities, (d) advise the City
Manager or Designee on matters impacting the local preference program, (e)
provide the Local Preference Group with information and assistance on preparing
bids, obtaining bonding and insurance, (f) assist the Local Preference Group to
obtain training, (g) provide outreach to the Local Preference Group through
business and community organizations to advise them of contracting
opportunities, and (h) facilitate access for the Local Preference Group to current
information on relevant regulations and laws. The participation of Landlord's
liaison officer shall not in any way reduce or shift Tenant's responsibility for
meeting its commitments in this Section 35.
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» Full and Part Time Employment - The Community Benefit Plan shall include
the approach for ensuring that both Prime and Subcontractors utilize local
residents in every phase of the project, community outreach, mentoring, training,
apprenticeships, or any other types of identifiable ancillary benefits for the
community including the permanent and full-time hiring of local residents; the
incorporation of parks and open-space opportunities; and the provision of
infrastructure investment and improvement. Proposers must provide the
Community Benefit Plan for this project as an exhibit to the qualifications packet.

The Evaluation Committee shall evaluate the Master Developer’s Community
Benefit Plan and shall be responsible for determining total points awarded.
The Master Developer’s Community Benefit Plan shall be incorporated into and
shall become a part of the Agreement entered into between the City of West Park
and the Master Developer.

> Disadvantaged Business Enterprise - means a business that is 51 percent owned,
managed and controlled by: African-American, Hispanic-American, Asian-
American, Native-American, American woman or service-disabled veteran
(minimum ten percent disability) who are citizens of the United States and
permanent residents of Florida; and s who are certified as a Minority and Women
Business Enterprise (MWBE), Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) or
Airport Concessions Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE) by the State of
Florida, Broward County Public Schools, and/or a federal agency or local
government jurisdiction with similar certification criteria, and provides proof of
such certification to the city as part of any solicitation response.

» Local Business - means a business domiciled within the City of West Park city
limits that is in compliance with all City of West Park licensing requirements and
1s current on all city taxes. Post office boxes shall not be used for the purpose of
establishing domicile. If in business for less than one year, the owner of the
business must provide evidence of previous business ownership within the City of
West Park within the previous three years. At the city administrator's discretion, a
business located outside of the City of West Park city limits shall be considered a
local business if it employs a minimum of ten full time equivalent ("FTE") West
Park residents or West Park residents constitute 20 percent of the company's local
workforce (includes Broward and Miami-Dade Counties), whichever is larger.

When a responsive, responsible non-local business submits the
lowest price bid, and the bid submitted by one or more responsive, responsible
local businesses is within ten percent of the price submitted by the non-local
business, then that non-local business and each of the aforementioned local
businesses shall have the opportunity to submit, within five business days of the
bid opening, a best and final bid equal to or lower than the amount of the low bid
previously submitted by the nonlocal business. Contract award shall be made to
the responsive, responsible business submitting the lowest best and final bid. In
the case of a tie in the best and final bid between a local business and a non-local
business, contract award shall be made to the local business. If a tie occurs
between two or more local businesses one of which is a local business domiciled
in the city, the local business domiciled in the city shall prevail. If a tie occurs
between two or more businesses domiciled in the city, then the city administrator
or designee shall determine to whom the bid will be awarded.

> Preference for Disadvantaged Business Bidders - except where federal, state or
county law mandates to the contrary, or as otherwise provided herein, or at the
discretion of the city administrator, when a responsive, responsible non-
disadvantaged business submits the lowest price bid, and the bid submitted by one
or more responsive, responsible disadvantaged business(es) is within ten percent
of the price submitted by the non-disadvantaged business, then the disadvantaged
business(es) shall have the opportunity to submit, within five business days of the
bid opening, a best and final bid equal to or lower than the amount of the low bid
previously submitted by the non-disadvantaged business. Contract award shall be
made to the responsive, responsible business submitting the lowest best and final
bid. In the case of a tie in the best and final bid between a disadvantaged business
and a non-disadvantaged business, contract award shall be made to the
disadvantaged business. However, in the case of a tie in the best and final bid
between a non-local disadvantaged business and a local business, contract award
shall be made to the local business.

» Application of Preferences - at the discretion of the city administrator,
preferences may be additive and computed as a whole on the bid, proposal or
qualifications packet. For example, the City, pursuant to its purchasing authority,
may grant a preference in the amount of ten percent of any bid or ten points of any
qualifications packet score to a local disadvantaged business. Preferences shall
apply to bids or proposals for services, Request for Qualifications (RFQ) and any
other methods. This includes professional services purchases for a project the
basic construction cost of which is less than or equal to Three Hundred Twenty-
Five Thousand Dollars ($325,000) or for a planning or study activity when the fee
for professional services is less than or equal to Thirty-Five Thousand Dollars
($35,000).

4. TAX SAVINGS DIRECT PURCHASES (TSDP)

The City of West Park is recognized by the State of Florida as being exempt from state
sales tax and use tax and is therefore, qualified for an exemption from Florida and all
other state sales taxes on the purchase of tangible personal property if certain criteria are
met. The City may realize savings of sales tax on selected material and equipment needed
for use in public works contracts.

Any communication regarding a particular RFP, RFQ, RFLI, ITB or any other
advertised solicitation between a potential proposer, offeror, respondent, bidder,
lobbyist, or consultant and any member of the selection/evaluation committee
therefor;

Any communication regarding a particular RFP, RFQ, RFLI, ITB or any other
advertised solicitation between a potential proposer, offeror, respondent, bidder,
lobbyist, or consultant and the mayor and the City Commission and their respective
staff.

Exemptions. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the cone of silence shall not apply to:

Communications between a potential proposer, offeror, respondent, bidder,
consultant and City purchasing staff, prior to bid opening date or receipt of
proposals, provided the communication is limited strictly to matters of process or
procedure already contained in the corresponding solicitation document;

Duly noticed pre-bid/proposal or qualification conferences and site inspections;

Duly noticed site visits to determine the competency of bidders/proposers
regarding a particular solicitation during the time period between the opening of
bids/receipt of proposals and the time the City Manager presents his or her written
recommendation to City Commission;

Emergency procurements;
Communications with the City Attorney;
Sole source procurements;

Those purchases that are exempted from competitive requirements in accordance
with Code of Ordinances, Section ;

Bid waivers;

Oral presentations before selection/evaluation committees and communications
occurring during duly noticed meetings of selection/evaluation committees;

(10) Public presentations made to the City Commission and communications occurring

during any duly noticed public meeting;

(11) Communications in connection with the collection of industry comments or the

performance of market research regarding a particular RFP, RFQ, RFLI, ITB or
any other advertised solicitation by the purchasing staff;

(12) Contract negotiations that occur after an award; and
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(13) Any communication regarding a particular RFP, RFQ, RFLI, ITB or any other
advertised solicitation between the City Manager and his or her staff, and the Mayor
and City Commission and their staff.

Procedure.

(1) Imposition. A cone of silence shall be imposed upon each RFP, RFQ, RFLI, ITB or
any other advertised solicitation when the solicitation is advertised. At the time of
imposition of the cone of silence, the city manager or his or her designee shall issue
a notice thereof to the affected department, the city clerk, mayor and City
Commission and shall include in any advertised solicitation a statement disclosing
that the solicitation is subject to the cone of silence.

(2) Termination; City Commission awarding authority. Except as otherwise provided
herein, the cone of silence shall terminate at the date and time of the City
Commission meeting where the award will be made; provided, however, that if the
City Commission defers the matter to a future date, the cone of silence shall be re-
imposed until such time as the matter is brought back before the City Commission
for further deliberation. In the event the City Commission decides to reject all bids,
then the cone of silence shall be lifted.

(3) City Manager awarding authority. Except as otherwise provided herein, the cone of
silence shall terminate at the time the originating department issues a written
recommendation to the city manager; provided, however, that if the city manager
refers the recommendation back for further review, the cone of silence shall be
reinstated until such time as the city manager issues a recommendation for award
pending the bid protest period.

(d) Penalties. Violation of the cone of silence by a particular bidder or proposer shall
render the award to said bidder or proposer voidable by the City Commission.

6. LOBBYIST REGISTRATION:

The City, entering into a contract for goods or services of $1 million or more,
entered into or renewed on or after January 1, 2018, can terminate such contract at
the option of the City if the firm awarded the contract is found to have submitted a
false certification or has been placed on the Scrutinized Companies with Activities
in Sudan List or Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran Petroleum
Energy Sector List.

8. QUALIFICATIONS ACCEPTANCE PERIOD:

Responder warrants by virtue of submitting a qualifications packet that terms and
conditions quoted in the qualifications packet will remain firm for acceptance by
City until such time as the City Commission approves award of contract.

9. PUBLIC RECORDS:

Sealed qualifications packets, or replies received by an agency pursuant to a
competitive solicitation are exempt from s. 119.07(1) and s. 24(a), Art. I of the State
Constitution until such time as the agency provides notice of an intended decision
or until 30 days after opening qualifications packets, or final replies, whichever is
earlier. In the event the City elects to reject all qualifications packets and indicates
its intent to reissue the solicitation of qualifications, the submitted qualifications
packets remain exempted from s. 119.07(1) and s. 24(a) Art. I of the State
Constitution until the City gives notice of its intent to award the contract under the
reissued solicitation.

Form and Content of Protest

The protest shall be filed in writing with the Director of Procurement and
shall state the contested information about the RFP, RFQ or Bid.

The City Manager will provide a copy of the written protest to the City
Attorney and other appropriate City staff.

(3) Protest Filing Fee

The written protest must be accompanied by a filling fee in the form of a
money order or cashier’s check payable to the City of West Park in an amount
equal to one (1%) percent of the contract value, which resulted from an RFP,
RFQ or Bid, but no greater than five thousand ($5,000.00) dollars.

In the event the protest is not resolved by the City Manager, a hearing shall
be scheduled by the City before a special magistrate selected by the City,
who shall only determine whether procedural due process has been afforded,
whether the essential requirements of law have been observed, and whether
the City Manager’s finding are arbitrary, capricious, or an abuse of
discretion. Any hearing shall be limited to two (2) hours per side, unless the
special magistrate rules otherwise. This requirement is a jurisdictional
prerequisite to the institution of any civil action regarding the same subject
matter.

27. QUALIFICATIONS OF PROPOSER: Qualifications Packets shall be considered

Guidelines
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E.1.2 Commercial/Mixed-Use Building Articulation

Storefront buildings adjacent to the sidewalk
should be designed to include articulation
features every 30 feet to create a pattern of small
storefronts. For all other commercial, office, or
mixed-use buildings, the articulation interval
should be no greater than 60 feet. At least two
of the following methods should be employed at
the applicable articulation interval:

A. Use of window and/or entries that reinforce
the pattern of small storefront spaces.

B. Use of weather protection features that
reinforce the pattern of small storefronts.
For example, for a business that occupies
three lots, use three separate awnings to
break down the scale of the storefronts.
Alternating colors of the awnings may be
useful as well.

C. Change of roofline.

D. Placement of building columns that
reinforce storefront pattern.

E. Change in building material or siding style
or color.

F. Providing lighting fixtures, trellises, trees
or other landscape features within each
interval

G. Other methods that meet the intent of the
guidelines.




E.1.3 Rooflines

Rooflines visible from a public street, open
space, or public parking area should be varied
by emphasizing dormers, chimneys, stepped
roofs, gables, prominent cornice or wall, or a
broke or articulated roofline. The width of any
continuous

Roofline should extend no more than 100 feet
without modulation. Modulation should consist
of either:

A. Achange in elevation of the visible roofline
of at least 4 feet if the particular roof
segment is less than 50 feet wide and at
least 8 feet if the particular roof segment is
greater than 50 feet in length.

B. A sloped or gabled roofline segment of at
least 20 feet in width and no less than 3
feet vertical in 12 feet horizontal.

C. A Combination of the above

Departures will be considered provided
the building and roofline design treatment
reduces the perceived scale of the building
from all observable distances and adds
visual interest from nearby streets and

ublic spaces. =S . b g | il W
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E.1.4 Maximum Facade Width

The maximum facade width (the facade includes
the apparent width of the Structure facing the
street and includes required modulation) is 120
feet. Buildings exceeding 120 feet in width along
the street front should be divided by a minimum
30-foot wide modulation of the exterior wall, so
that the maximum length of a particular facade
is 120 feet. Such modulation should be at least
20 feet or deeper and extend through all floors.

Other techniques that effectively break up the
scale of the building and add visual interest will
be considered. This could include: Acombination
of a clear change in vertical articulation and a
contrasting change in building materials and/or
finishes, a curved or angled facade, or changes
in building heights, perhaps combined with
horizontal and/or vertical modulation.

E.2.1 Blank Wall Treatments




E.2.1 Blank Wall Treatments
Blank walls, typical of big-box type development but also found on smaller wall surfaces flanking
the public realm or publicly visible from it, can severely impact the perception of the environment.

Untreated Blank walls visible from a public street
or pedestrian pathway are inappropriate. A wall
(including building facades and retaining walls)
is considered a blank wall if:

A. A ground floor wall or portion of a ground
floor wall over 6 feet in height has a
horizontal length greater than 15 feet and
does not include a transparent window or
door; or

B. Any portion of a ground floor wall having a
surface area of 400 square feet or greater
does not include a transparent window or
door.

Methods to treat blank walls can include:

A. Landscape planting bed at least 5 feet
wide or a raised planter bed at least 2 feet
high and 3 feet wide in front of the wall
with planting materials that is sufficient
to obscure or screen at least 60% of the
wall’s surface within three years.

B. Installing a vertical trellis in front of the wall
with climbing vines or plant materials.

C. Special building detailing that adds visual
interest at a pedestrian scale.

D. Such detailing should use a variety of
surfaces; monotonous designs will not
meet the intent of the guidelines.

E.3 BUILDING DETAILS & MATERIALS

Description

The City encourages the incorporation of design details and
small-scale elements into building facades that are attractive at a
pedestrian scale.

Intent

» To encourage the incorporation of design details and small-scale
elements into building facades that is attractive at a pedestrian
scale.

» To encourage the use of high-quality building materials that
enhances the character of the Corridor.

E.3.1 Building Detailing Kit-of-Parts

All buildings should be enhanced with appropriate details.

All new buildings should be required to include
at least five of the following elements on any
facades visible from any public right of way
or amenity open space. The applicant should
submit architectural drawings and material
samples for approval.

A. Windows divided into a grid of multiple
panes.

B. Recessed entry or decorative colonnade
design with distinct design and use of
materials.

C. Decorative treatment of windows and
doors, such as decorative molding/ framing
details around all ground floor windows
and doors, decorative glazing, or door
designs.

D. Landscaped trellises or other decorative
elements that incorporates landscaping
near the building entry.

E. Decorative light fixtures with a diffused
visible light source, such as a globe or
“acorn” that is non-glaring or a decorative
shade or mounting.

F. Decorative building materials, including
one of the following:

1. Decorative masonry, brick or stone.

2. Individualized patterns or continuous
masonry details, decorative moldings,
brackets, wave trim or lattice work,
ceramic tile, stone, or similar materials.

3. Other materials with decorative or
textural qualities.

4. Glass blocks shall not be allowed.

G. Decorative roofline design, such as an
ornamental molding, entablature, frieze,
or other roofline device visible from the
ground level. If the roofline decoration is
in the form of a linear molding, then the
molding should be at least 8 inches wide;

H. Decorative paving and artwork.
I. Decorative pedestrian-oriented signage.

J. Decorative railings, grill work, or landscape
guards.

K. Other details that meet the intent of the
guidelines.

This guideline may be waived for buildings
incorporating “exceptional design” that employs
use of quality building materials and special
design techniques that add visual interest at a
pedestrian scale. Consideration will be given
to the length of the facade, transparency, the
“adaptability” of the design (to change uses/
businesses over time), and views of the facade
during business and non-business hours.




E.3.2 Window Design

Building facades should employ techniques to
recess or project individual windows above the
ground floor at least 2 inches from the facade or
incorporate window trim at least four inches in
width that features color that contrasts with the
base building color.

Exceptions will be considered where buildings
employ other distinctive window or fagade
treatment that adds visual interest to the building.
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E.3.3 Materials and Color
Encourage the use of high quality building materials that add visual interest and detail and are
durable and easily maintained.

Metal Siding

Use of metal siding is discouraged, and if
used, it should have features such as visible
corner moldings and trim and incorporate
masonry, stone, or other durable permanent
material near the ground level to make clear
the quality of the construction.

Concrete Block

When used for the primary facade, buildings
should incorporate a combination of textures to
add visual interest. For example, combining split
or rock-facade units and/or contrasting colored
units with plain smooth blocks can create
distinctive patterns. Plain concrete block fire
walls on the sides of a building that are visible
from the public are also discouraged.

Stucco or Other Similar Troweled Finishes
A. Stucco and similar troweled finishes
(including Exterior Insulation and Finish
system or “EIFS”) should be trimmed in
wood or masonry and should be sheltered
from weather by roof overhangs or other
methods.

B. Weather exposed horizontal surfaces
should be avoided.

C. Masonry, stone, orotherdurable permanent
material is required near the ground base
level (minimum first 2 feet above sidewalk
of ground level).




F. LANDSCAPING AND SUSTAINABILITY
F.1 LANDSCAPING AND FENCING

Description

Establishing a healthy, long-term mature tree canopy is a key
elementin creating shaded, walkable environments. The guidelines
herein encourage ways to promote a healthy tree canopy with new
development. Other landscape plantings will be very important to
enhance the character and identity of new developments and the
entire Corridor.

Intent
» To create an attractive pedestrian environment throughout the
SR7/US441 Corridor.
» To meet the City’s tree canopy goals throughout the Corridor.
» To promote the use of native plants.
» To promote the use of low-maintenance and drought-tolerant

plants.

» To encourage abundant and colorful landscaping in site and
development design to improve the aesthetics, pedestrian
experience, and identity of the Corridor.

» To utilize vegetation to reduce the impact of development on
drainage systems and water quality.

 To mitigate the negative impacts of parking lots on the
streetscape.

» To minimize the negative visual impacts of fences and retaining
walls on the street and pedestrian environment.

 To coordinate fence and retaining wall materials throughout the
Corridor.

F.1 Landscaping
Landscaping, consisting of street trees, shade trees, accent trees/palms and planting strategies
sensitive to an urban condition collectively foster greater economic and social capital.

F.1.1 Street Front Orientation

Development projects should comply with \‘x‘
applicable landscaping guidelines for
development frontages set forth.

F.1.2 Stormwater Pond Design
Stormwater ponds should be designed as an
amenity to the site. Avoid standard utilitarian
fenced-in ponds with steep walls.

F.1.3 Foundation Planting

All  street-facing elevations should have
landscaping along any exposed foundation,
except those areas that provide access for
pedestrians or vehicles to the building, and those
that provide other pedestrian-oriented facilities
(e.g., outdoor restaurant seating, plazas, etc.).

F.1.4 Fences

A. Fences between the street and buildings
should be limited to 24 inches to maintain
visibility between the street and adjacent
units for safety. Where taller fences are
required to shield the view of utilities,
dumpsters, service areas, materials
storage, or other visually undesirable
elements, the portion of the fence more
than 24 inches above grade should be
at least 33% transparent and should be
back-planted with a hedge maintained at a
height not to exceed 6 feet.

B. Chainlink fences are prohibited, except for
temporary construction purposes.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WEST PARK,

PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF
REPRESENTATIONS; PROVIDING FOR
CONFLICT AND REPEALER; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION
IN CODE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE

WHEREAS, on December 7, 2005, the City of West Park (“City”) adopted
a Purchasing Code which has since been codified into the City of West Park’s
Code of Ordinances as Article V, Section 2-150 through 2-171, entitled

“Purchasing”; and

WHEREAS, on June 18, 2014, the City of West Park (“City”) adopted
Ordinance 2014-06 incorporating new language into the City’s Purchasing Code
incorporating provisions for Local Preferences and for Disadvantaged Business

Enterprise; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of West Park, Florida (“City
Commission”) deems it appropriate to further amend the City’s Purchasing Code
to expand the definition of “Disadvantaged Business Enterprise” and “Local
Business” and to further enhance local preference opportunities for potential

vendors by expanding the scope of local preferences for competitive bids.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION

OF THE CITY OF WEST PARK, FLORIDA AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Adoption of Representations.

The foregoing “Whereas” clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as
being true, and the same are hereby made a specific part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Amendment to Part I, Chapter 2, Article V, Section 2-150

The City Commission of the City of West Park hereby amends Part II,

Chapter 2, Article V, Section 2-150, entitled “Definitions” to expand the existing

definitions of “Disadvantaged Business Enterprise” and “Local Business” to read

as follows, with all other definitions for this section remaining the same:

Sec. 2-150. Definitions.

Disadvantaged business enterprise means a business that gualifies-as-a

Ceunty—and is 51 percent owned, managed and controlled by: African-
American, Hispanic-American, Asian-American, Native-American,
American woman or service-disabled veteran (minimum ten percent
disability) who are citizens of the United States and permanent residents
of Florida; and is who are certified as a Minority and Women Business
Enterprise (MWBE), Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) or Airport
Concessions Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE) by the State of
Florida, Broward County Public Schools, and/or a federal agency or local
government jurisdiction with similar certification criteria, and provides
proof of such certification to the city as part of any solicitation response.

Local business means a business domiciled within the City of West
Park city limits that is in compliance with all City of West Park licensing
requirements and is current on all city taxes. Post office boxes shall not be
used for the purpose of establishing domicile. If in business for less than
one year, the owner of the business must provide evidence of previous
business ownership within the City of West Park within the previous



three years. At the city administrator's discretion, a business located
outside of the City of West Park city limits shall be considered a local
business if it employs a minimum of ten full time equivalent ("FTE") West
Park residents or West Park residents constitute 20 percent of the
company's local workforce (includes Broward and Miami-Dade Counties),
whichever is larger. Any business meeting the definition of a Small
Business Enterprise (SBE) or County Business Enterprise (CBE) by the
State of Florida, Broward County and/or a State of Florida Agency or
local government jurisdiction with similar certification criteria will be
deemed a local business hereunder.

Section3. Amendment to Part II, Chapter 2, Article V, Section 2-164

The City Commission of the City of West Park hereby amends Part II,
Chapter 2, Article V, Section 2-164, (a)(1) and (a)(2) entitled “Local Preferences”
to expand the scope of local preferences for competitive bids, with all other

provisions of Section 2-164 remaining the same:

Sec. 2-164. Local Preferences.
(a) Competitive bid.

(1) Local preference. When a responsive, responsible non-local business
submits the lowest price bid, and the bid submitted by one or more
responsive, responsible local businesses is within ten percent of the price
submitted by the non-local business, then that non-local business and
each of the aforementioned local businesses shall have the opportunity
to submit, within five business days of the bid opening, a best and final
bid equal to or lower than the amount of the low bid previously
submitted by the nonlocal business. Contract award shall be made to the
responsive, responsible business submitting the lowest best and final
bid. In the case of a tie in the best and final bid between a local business
and a non-local business, contract award shall be made to the local
business. If a tie occurs between two or more local businesses one of
which is a local business domiciled in the city, the local business
domiciled in the city shall prevail. If a tie occurs between two or more
businesses domiciled in the city, then the city administrator or designee
shall determine to whom the bid will be awarded. (




(2) Preference for disadvantaged business bidders. Except where federal, state or
county law mandates to the contrary, or as otherwise provided herein, or at
the discretion of the city administrator, when a responsive, responsible non-
disadvantaged business submits the lowest price bid, and the bid submitted
by one or more responsive, responsible disadvantaged business(es) is within
five ten percent of the price submitted by the non-disadvantaged business,
then the men-disadvantaged business(es) shall have the opportunity to
submit, within five business days of the bid opening, a best and final bid
equal to or lower than the amount of the low bid previously submitted by
the non-disadvantaged business. Contract award shall be made to the
responsive, responsible business submitting the lowest best and final bid. In
the case of a tie in the best and final bid between a disadvantaged business
and a non-disadvantaged business, contract award shall be made to the
disadvantaged business. However, in the case of a tie in the best and final
bid between a non-local disadvantaged business and a local business,
contract award shall be made to the local business.

(b) Request for proposals, letters of interest, qualifications or other solicitations
and competitive negotiations, and selection in which objective factors used to
evaluate the responses from vendors are assigned point totals.

(1) Local preference. If, following the completion of final rankings
(technical and price combined, if applicable) by the selection
committee, a non-local business is the highest ranked proposer, and
the ranking of a local proposer is within five points of the ranking
obtained by the non-local proposer, then the highest ranked local
proposer shall have the opportunity to proceed to negotiations with
the city. If a tie occurs between two or more local businesses, then the
city administrator or designee shall determine which local proposer
shall have the opportunity to proceed to negotiations with the city.

(2) Preference for disadvantaged businesses. Except where federal, state or
county law mandates to the contrary, as otherwise provided herein or
at the discretion of the city administrator, if following the completion
of final rankings (technical and price combined, if applicable) by the
selection committee, a non-disadvantaged business is the highest
ranked proposer, and the ranking of a disadvantaged proposer or
disadvantaged proposers is within five points of the ranking obtained
by the non-disadvantaged proposer, the highest ranked disadvantaged
proposer shall have the opportunity to proceed to negotiations with
the city.



(c)  Application of preferences. At the discretion of the city administrator,
preferences may be additive and computed as a whole on the bid or proposal.
For example, the city, pursuant to its purchasing authority, may grant a
preference in the amount of ten percent of any bid or ten points of any proposal
score to a local disadvantaged business. Preferences shall apply to bids or
proposals for services:, Request for Qualifications (RFQ) and any other methods.
This includes professional services purchases for a project the basic construction
cost of which is less than or equal to Three Hundred Twenty-Five Thousand
Dollars ($325,000) or for a planning or study activity when the fee for
professional services is less than or equal to Thirty-Five Thousand Dollars

($35,000).

(d)  Waiver. The application of local preference to a particular purchase,
contract, or category of contracts for which the city commission is the awarding
authority may be waived upon written recommendation of the city administrator
or designee and approval of the city commission. The application of local
preference to a particular purchase, contract, or category of contracts below the
award authority of the city commission may be waived upon written
recommendation approval of the city administrator or designee and approval of
the city administrator or designee.

()  Other preferences. The preferences established herein in no way prohibits
the right of the city commission to compare quality of materials proposed for
purchase and compare qualifications, character, responsibility and fitness of all
persons, firms, or corporations submitting competitive solicitations. Further, the
preferences established herein in no way prohibits the right of city commission
from giving any other preference permitted by law instead of the preferences
authorized herein.

(f)  Exemption of certain contracts. This section does not apply to contracts
awarded pursuant to co-operative purchasing plans and proposals that the city
participates in with other governmental agencies, purchases of professional
services for a project the basic construction of which exceeds $325,000 or for a
planning or study activity when the fee for professional services exceeds Thirty-
five Thousand Dollars ($35,000) made pursuant to the Competitive Consultants'
Competitive Negotiation Act (F.S. § 287.055), emergency purchases, or
purchases authorized by the city administrator due to insufficient time, nature
of commodities or services or purchases subject to a waiver as provided in
subsection (d) hereof.




Section4. Conflict & Repealer.

All ordinances, parts of ordinances or code provisions in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

Section 5. Severability.

If any provision of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person
or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions of
the Code or applications of this Ordinance that can be given effect without the
invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance

are declared to be severable.

Section 6. Inclusion In Code.

It is the intention of the City Commission of the City of West Park that the
provisions of this Ordinance shall at some time in the future become and be
made a part of the Code of Ordinances of the City of West Park and that the
sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word
"Ordinance" may be changed to "Chapter," "Section," "Article" or such other
appropriate word or phrase, the use of which shall accomplish the intentions
herein expressed; provided, however, that Section 1 hereof or the provisions
contemplated thereby shall not be codified.

Section 6.  Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and

adoption.
